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Citizen Journalism and Videoblogging Events at Media Center
Former San Jose Mercury News columnist, Dan Gillmor, author of "We, the Media," and director of the Center for Citizen Media, will kick off the first of two evening salons highlighting emerging media trends on the internet, March 21 at 7:30 PM at the Media Center in Palo Alto. The Midpeninsula Community Media Center and Ourmedia.org are cosponsoring a series of public conversations, the first of which will examine Citizen Journalism.  Gillmor will be joined by J.D. Lasica, co-founder of Ourmedia.org, a forerunner of YouTube, in a discussion regarding the interplay and contrasts between mainstream media and bloggers. Lasica is the author of “Darknet.”

The second salon at the Media Center will be April 18 at 7:30 PM.  It will feature pioneer videobloggers, Jay Dedman and Ryanne Hodson presenting an evening of instructive guidance for creating and distributing video on the

Internet. Attendees will learn about equipment, online services and how to leverage accessible tools in the new world of digital storytelling.

Ourmedia.org is a non-profit, online video viewing site.  Associated with the Internet Archive, it is an online repository for video, audio, and text of any length.  The Media Center is a “brick and mortar” facility at 900 San Antonio Rd in Palo Alto, where people come to borrow video production equipment, take workshops, or utilize the TV studio to make programming that is played back on local cable access channels and published online.
