KTEH AIRS DOCUMENTARY BY MEDIA CENTER STAFF PERSON

The Midpeninsula Community Media Center proudly acknowledges and celebrates the independent production of Karen Adams, our production manager and staff producer. Adams recently completed a US Geological Survey documentary on landslide danger in the Bay Area entitled Riding the Storm, after a decade in the making. The USGS will hold a free public screening of the documentary on Thursday, February 22 at 7 pm on their Menlo Park campus at 345 Middlefield Road, followed by a discussion with USGS scientists and residents featured in the film.  

In an effort to minimize the tragic impacts from the Bay Area’s seasonal, storm-induced landslide threat, Riding the Storm tells the dramatic stories of some of the region's most significant landslide events and explores the science behind the hazard with USGS researchers.

The video documents a range of landslides—from deadly debris flows to slow-moving, deep-seated slides—generated primarily in Santa Cruz, San Mateo, and Santa Clara counties during two of the Bay Area’s most historic storms:  the January 1982 storm and the February 1998 El Niño storm.

These tragic events include the catastrophic 1982 Love Creek landslide, which buried an entire neighborhood in the Santa Cruz Mountains and took ten lives; the Loma Mar landslide, generated during the 1997-98 El Nino winter, which slammed into a home and fatally injured a 47-yr-old man; and the slow-moving, deep-seated Scenic Dr landslide, which underlies an entire neighborhood in the La Honda area, has claimed 8 homes, and is still on the move.
